




With high gas prices driving more commuters to the COASTER train service, NCTD is

always looking for ways to enhance passenger amenities and convenience. Ridership is up

10% on the COASTER this year over ridership numbers from 2007. Recently, the Transit

District added a sixth car to its normal five-car COASTER train set for

more than half of its trains operating Monday through Friday.

Completed in mid-June, an expansion of the parking lot at the

Carlsbad Village COASTER Station brought more than 140 extra

spots to the station at a time when demand is higher than ever. The

need for additional parking capacity can be observed on a daily

basis, especially on Padres home game days, when the COASTER is

a popular choice for commuters and baseball fans alike.

In order to increase parking capacity at several other COASTER

stations, SANDAG is in the process of conducting a smart parking study. Real-time parking

sensors are collecting data on parking habits at each of the stations. A number of smart park-

ing methods are being researched in the next phase of the study. �

Bikes are becoming a popular

(and green) transportation alternative

and we’re proud to welcome bikes on

all of our transit vehicles. BREEZE

buses can take up to two bikes per

bus (must be stored on rack on front of

bus) and each COASTER car can take

from two to six bikes in the designated

area.

When service began on the

SPRINTER, we were pleasantly

surprised to find that more SPRINTER

passengers are bringing along bikes

that anticipated. So many bikes are

being brought on board that, at times,

we’ve had capacity and safety

concerns. Here’s a reminder about our

SPRINTER bike policy:

Bicycles will be carried on each

SPRINTER vehicle in the designated

fold-up seat area denoted by a

yellow floor stripe. Bicycle wheels

must be placed within the yellow-

striped area to keep aisles clear.

Bicyclists must follow the directions

of a Sprinter Fare Inspector or Secu-

rity Officer in the event of bicycle

placement concerns.

Please remember to prevent your

bicycle from blocking the area for our

passengers with disabilities. NCTD will

continue to closely monitor this policy

and overall ridership levels. When

maximum-load passenger demand

warrants, we will add cars to double

SPRINTER trains as needed (and

therefore, double bike capacity). �
