The COASTER will not
operate on major holidays Nov. 27, Dec.
25 or Jan. 1. The BREEZE will operate
Sunday/Holiday schedules on Nov. 27,
Dec. 25 and Jan. 1. The SPRINTER
will operate its normal
schedule for all days
except Dec. 25
when it will operate
hourly all day with
departures 33 min-
utes after the hour
from Escondido and
Oceanside. In December
NCTD will not operate Holiday Bowl or
Poinsettia Bowl Express bus service.
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Compass CGard Update
& January Fare Changes

SANDAG’S regional smart card for fare
payment on public transit known as the
Compass Card will be delayed until March
1, 2009.

The SPRINTER/BREEZE Day Pass
will increase 50 cents to $5.00 on January
1, 2009 and will now become a Regional
Day Pass valid on SPRINTER, BREEZE,
MTS Trolley and bus. COASTER fares are
increasing 50 cents per zone and monthly
passes will now range from $144 - $182
based on number of zones traveled. Refer
to Rider Alerts produced and distributed by
SANDAG for details on all region wide fare
increases.

RENINDER:

Public parking is available at all
SPRINTER stations (except CSUSM).
Plentiful COASTER parking is available at
Carlsbad Village COASTER station thanks
to a parking lot expansion completed in
summer, 2008. If you require parking for
your bicycle, bike lockers are now available
at all SPRINTER and COASTER stations.

Bike lockers allow you to leave your
bike in a secure location while you are at
work. Both mechanical and electronic bike
lockers are available at various stations.
Mechanical lockers can be accessed for a
$25 deposit and electronic lockers for a $35
deposit. Lockers are available to the public
on a first-come-first-served basis and can
be obtained by calling 511from any phone,
saying RideLink, and then asking for the
RideLink bike locker coordinator. There
are currently 47 locations in which bike
lockers are located throughout San Diego,
with more on the way. If you’d like to get a
bike locker or have more questions about
bike security, email: biking@sandag.org or
call 511 and say RideLink.

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Working on the Railroad

Infrastructure improvements along the coastal rail line include a double tracking
project in South Oceanside calling for a second bridge over the Loma Alta Creek. The
track is currently on schedule to be opened in Spring 2009. Also on tap is a potential
enhancement that will allow more trains to use the Oceanside

Transit Center simultaneously. Currently, only one train can
fit on each of the two main North-South tracks at one time.
However, with upgraded signal systems, two trains would
be able to hold in station on the #2 track, thereby allowing
a third train to use the #1 track. Allowing three trains in

the station simultaneously would allow for better,
more efficient connections between trains as
well as allowing better connections to the
SPRINTER. Once again, improvements
are slated for Spring 2009.

NCTD continues to work on long
term railroad improvements with
the regional planning agency,
SANDAG, as well as State and Federal
governments to find the funding to
double track the entire corridor.
Double tracking would provide much
needed operational efficiency and
eliminate many of the “meets” between
trains on the current single track-passing
track railroad. B
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
